A Note From The Organist: 
 

The four parts of the Clavierübung (Keyboard Practice) represent Bach’s highest 
achievements in keyboard writing. Parts I, II, and IV are for the harpsichord and 
contain some of his greatest music in that idiom. Part III is for the organ and likewise 
shows Bach’s mastery. He composed large and small settings of each of the chorales 
in the collection, corresponding to Luther’s Large and Small Catechisms. Today we 
have the large and small versions of Luther’s hymn on the Ten Commandments. (LSB 
581) The melody dates back to the 13th Century.  
 
BWV 678 uses a sighing motive in the upper parts, with the melody played in canon in 
the left hand. Albert Schweitzer believed that the upper parts represented the despair 
and lawlessness of the world with the melody helping to bring order out of the chaos.  
BWV 679 is an energetic fughetta, with the subject based on the opening notes of the 
chorale, which consists of a series of repeated notes. The subject is repeated exactly 
ten times. It is worth noting that other than being shorter and without pedal, the small 
versions are not all that much easier to play than the large versions.
